NEWS ABOUT MICRO CHIPPING (From ASHA-NJ Newsletter)  
 
It may likely become law, in the not so distant future,  

that horses be required to be micro chipped! 
 

 In Fall of 2003, the American Horse Council organized a task force to evaluate the 
feasibility of standardizing equine identification in the U.S.  That task force is now called the 
Equine Species Working Group. (ESWG). 
 
The ISO/ANSI compatible RFID chip (11784/85, 134.1 kHz) is the recommended stan-
dard of electronic equine identification to be uniform and compatible with the United 
States national Animal Identification Systen (NAIS) for the purpose of disease control.  
The recommended implantation site for the microchip is the nuchal ligament on the left 
side, in the middle third of the neck, half-way between the ears and the withers.  Those 
horses already identified, for example with a 125 kHz microchip, will not be required to 
implant again, instead the microchip number will be linked to the animal’s assigned AIN 
within the database.
